Challenge #3: Persuasive Essay
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Your Challenge for Related Issue 3, chapters 9-12, is a persuasive essay.  In this essay you are responsible for preparing and writing a minimum of a five paragraph essay, in response to this related issue:

To what extent does globalization contribute to sustainable prosperity

for all people?
As you progress through this related issue, you will gather ideas, information, points of view and perspectives to help you reach an informed position on how much globalization contributes to sustainable prosperity for all people.  
A persuasive essay is one in which you present a position and lay out your reasons for reaching your conclusions.  Your aim is to convince readers that your position is the logical one to take after exploring and analyzing the issue.  An effective persuasive essay includes elements such as:  

· Material in the form of quotations and references from informed and involved stakeholders

· Clear examples that illustrate the ideas presented

· References to many different sources, points of view and perspectives

Included in your essay could be the following:

Your essay should be well organized, in complete sentences and in paragraph form. 
Refer to your rubric, the additional handout on how to complete proper references, as well as page 213 of your textbook for Steps to Writing a Persuasive Essay.  
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References


The references used section goes on a new page after the end of your essay. Put the text “Works Cited” or “References” at the top center of the page. Generally the works cited should include the name of the author, the name of the article used (if applicable), the name of the publication, the city of publication, and the year of publication of all the references that you used to write your essay. 

Hints
· List your sources in alphabetical order based on the first word in each citation (ignore words such as "the" and "a"). 

· Double space your works cited page. 

· If the citation spans across multiple lines, indent all lines after the first line. 

The following are formats of how to cite common sources (in MLA format). 

Books
Author’s Last Name, Author’s First Name and Middle Name/Initial. Title of Book. Place of Publication: Publishing Company Name, Year of Publishing. 

Encyclopedias
Author’s Last Name, Author’s First Name and Middle Name/Initial. “Article Name.” Title of Encyclopedia. Year of Edition or Edition Number ed. 

Magazines
Author’s Last Name, Author’s First Name and Middle Name/Initial. “Article Name.” Title of Magazine Day of Month (If applicable) Month Year: Page Number(s) of article. 

Websites
Author’s Last Name, Author’s First Name and Middle Name/Initial. “Title of Article/Document.” Title of Site. Ed. Name of Editor (First Name Last Name). Date of publication or most recent update. Name of organization associated with site. Date of when you accessed the document. <http://www.websiteaddress.com> 
(If information is not available then leave that section out) 
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
